Nathan noticed Barry struggling in the water. Neither Airin nor Nathan had any proper aquatics or rescue gear,
but without any hesitation they ran into the river to help him. They then began to free Barry of his fishing gear and
hauled him from the water. They helped him drain the water from his chest-waders where Nathan then assisted
him back to his camp.
